Hello Bob,

Well I have made my comments, but do not be too worried, I think you have done a fine job, the initial impact is superb and cannot be faulted. What has let you down is attention to detail which could easily have been overcome by reference to looking at other similar magazines. I attach copies of 2 such magazines from which you will see the points I have raised are included in the front cover.  However your front cover is far better than those shown, much more impact.
I know it must be difficult for them to find good pictures month after month, but these examples show all that is bad in publishing, far too much text, jumbled design, in fact a prospective purchaser is put off immediately, so with any journalistic work  KEEP IT SIMPLE  and follow the rule of the 5 W’s What, Where, When, Why, Who.    So Brendan Stud Event, Poyncombe,

August 2011, Show Jumping. Sebastien Poirer and French National Horsemen. It is amazing how often journalist leave one of these out in a report.

You have gained much by this assignment  and I know you now have the expertise to handle such a situation in the future.

Feedback on assignment

Hope you enjoyed your holiday, weather was probably better than in the UK. Firstly may I say that I was impressed by the front cover of ‘Horses and Riders’ very eye catching and dominant which was one of your primary aims. 

The initial picture chosen has the effect of making it look like a high jump and blurring the background gives dominance to the horse and rider. Your explanations as to how you created the various effects are good and I am pleased that Tom Ang’s book was helpful. 
There are several items I don’t follow. There is no mention of the second image, was it taken by you? I feel the picture looks unnatural, the horse is still but the rider has motion, it is too close to the main image and the rear end has been cut off. And the caption underneath ‘We examine the vital warning signs’ does not seem to relate to the photo.  I feel that it should not have been included, much better would have been a photograph of a hard hat with a caption ‘We name the best new kit for young riders’ This much smaller picture would not have competed in any way with the main image.

The enhancement of colour is not something to worry about,  colours do alter anyway when produced in magazines and in any event is subject to the lighting conditions at the time the photograph was taken.

There are several glaring omissions, 

· there is no issue date, a prospective purchaser needs to know that he is not buying an old copy.

· The price needs to be stated.

· A fictitious web site should be shown.
Not quite so important as magazines differ in this aspect but many show a price bar for scanning. Also some incorporate a small flyer for special offer for subscription. If you were the graphic artist appointed by the Editor he would have given you all the details he wanted included. Any omissions could have a serious effect on sales, I personally have come across the same month being shown on consecutive issues of a magazine
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
